Book Synopsis by Les Ulm
Christianity for the Rest of Us 

by Diana Butler Bass

I didn’t intend to buy this book.  I had seen a promotional ad in Sojourners Magazine which sparked my curiosity.  But I have plenty of books to finish reading; yet, I gave in, bought it, and read nearly half of it in a long weekend!  Here’s how Jim Wallis, editor of Sojourners and author of God’s Politics puts it:  “Diana Butler Bass has debunked the myth that the only churches that are growing are Evangelical and Pentecostal…I recommend this well-researched and well-written book to all who care about the transformation of churches.”  

From time to time many of us have questioned why some churches in our community seem to be rapidly growing while our own congregation seems to struggle to stay at the same average weekly worship attendance of around 75.  Have you ever felt anxiety about the common notion that mainline Protestantism, like the United Methodist Church, is dying, is in decline and being left to wither on the vine as more lively suburban evangelical mega-churches move ahead?    

This author is interested in how brand-name Christians—Methodists, Presbyterians, Lutherans, Congregationalists, and Episcopalians—congregations that are theologically moderate to liberal, are in some places renewing themselves and finding new spiritual vibrancy as they form caring communities.  

So, this college and seminary professor with the credentials to conduct a study of vital and vibrant mainline denominations, set out on a “pilgrimage” to visit 50 such churches, coast to coast, repeatedly over a three-year study period.  And rather than remain a cool-headed researcher, she was enthralled with the people she met and the mission and ministry they were discovering and nurturing.  This book tells of the “practices” that are working to meet people’s needs.

This author tells stories—lots of stories—of successful congregations such as Calvary Presbyterian Church located in Zelienople, Pennsylvania, a half-hour north of Pittsburgh.  It is arguably, as a Presbyterian friend told her, “one of the most conservative presbyteries in the country.”  Of 87 Presbyterian churches in their region, only 17 are growing.  Of those seventeen, Calvin Presbyterian is the only one to have posted growth every year for a decade.  Not only are they a welcoming church, they are helping all members of all ages find ways to deepen their spiritually; learn from scripture, preaching, and music; and act like Christians in mission.

This is just a taste.  With scores of stories about transformed congregations, the author distills what she saw in chapters on hospitality, discernment, healing, contemplation, worship, beauty, and more. 

You can find or order this book from the Cokesbury Bookstore on Erie Blvd in Syracuse for $14 now in paperback.  We are planning an eight week book study in the fall, but the reading could start now.  Contact Les Ulm for more information or with any questions.
